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Visit the Wildlife Trust website, 
www.wildlifetrusts.org/looking-after-yourself-and-nature 
to find plenty of things to do and things to make – there’s even 
wildlife-themed yoga!

When recording the birds that visit your feeder, count them at the same time 
each day. Record the weather and see if this makes a difference. You could also 
compare the morning, afternoon and evening to see when you have the most 
birds visiting your feeder!
